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The very first female gardener
ever, got fired on the spot. Yes,
we're talking about Eve, who was
thrown out of Paradise, the forbid-
den fruit juice still running down
her chin. Well, God's loss. Because
since then, women have been busy
building their own Garden of
Eden: a place where we collab with
nature to create beauty while safe-
ly connecting with our own wild
nature. And you know what? We're

actually 'plantastic' at it!

Maybe it has to do with the fact that
for millions of years, women have
been in charge of foraging - collect-
ing wild fruits and berries, identi-
fying edible plants - developing not
only excellent detail-processing and
motor skills, but also extraordinary
vision. For example, we are able to
distinguish about 250 shades, com-
pared to men's ability to see only
40-50 different ones. Not surpris-
ingly, with the arrival of agricul-
ture, people prayed to female deities
for a successful harvest and beau-
tiful gardens, from Isis in ancient
Egypt to Greek gardening goddess
Antheia who made flowers spring
up beneath her feet with every step.

Speaking of flower power, right?

Yet, for the next 10.000 years or so,
men would rule the realm of culti-
vated nature as professional gar-
deners, relegating women to boring,

backbreaking tasks such as weed-

ing and getting rid of pests. During
the Middle Ages, so-called 'weed-
ing women' were indispensable, but
given less half the pay of a male la-
borer. Sounds familiar? Sure, there
were exceptions, like the formidable
12 century German nun Hildegard
von Bingen. Describing the healing
power of 230 plants in her horticul-
tural classic 'Physica’, she urged us
to find harmony within the mind,
body and soul by tapping into the
universe's magnificent 'Greening
Power'. The best place to do that? In

our own garden, of course.

There would be other rebel female
gardeners, such as Queen of France
Marie Antoinette, who escaped the
ridiculous wigs and complicated
rules of the court in her private gar-
den: a feminine oasis in the stern,
symmetrical garden landscape of
Versailles. Let them eat cake? Nah,
let them plant seeds! But we would
have to wait for the Romantics and
their rejection of rigid rationality,
to see gardening truly embraced
as an emotional expression. And
so, during the late 18" century,
the strictly linear, 'masculine’ gar-

den was replaced by a soulful ode
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to Mother Nature's wild, creative
powers. Women couldn't wait to

reclaim their rightful place in it.

One of the greatest Romantic po-
ets, Emily Dickinson, wrote: "I was
reared in the garden, you know."
During her lifetime, Emily was ac-
tually more famous as a gardener
than a writer. She wasn't the only
one: the horticultural world had be-
come one of the few socially accept-
ed places for women to grow and
hone their skills. And grow they
did: a few decades later, during the
Victorian era, the female gardening
superstar was born. To this day,
when asked about the most influen-
tial gardener - male or female! - of
all time, connoisseurs will mention
Gertrude Jekyll (1843 - 1932), who
designed gardens like impression-
ist paintings and very much shaped

how we look at garden design today.

And here we are now, with a variety
of female gardeners that mirrors a
flourishing garden's biodiversity:
from Insta gardening celebs and
award-winning landscape design-
ers to self-proclaimed 'crazy plant
ladies' and rooftop gardenistas. We
garden to relax, to heal, to provide
or create. We are forces of (culti-
vated) nature, revealing ourselves
in our garden. And whether that
garden is in our backyard or on our
balcony, we all agree on one thing:

Eden is a place on earth.
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From iconic factory girl Rosie the
Riveter's 'We can do it' coveralls
to the 2" wave feminists' badass
denim bibs; no item of clothing is
as practical as it is symbolic - and
sexy, if we may add! - as dungarees.
A woman wearing them is ready for
action. She's ready to grow her own
Garden of Eden. And she's

not afraid to get her hands

dirty while doing so.

Created for farmers in

1853 by Levi Strauss, the

super practical garment

- durable, sturdy, easy

to slip on and off - be-

came the outfit of choice for wom-
en joining the work forces during
the World war. Holding on to their
new-found independence after-
wards, women also held on to their
kickass dungarees, even turning
them into a symbol of feminism
during the 60° and 70°.

The multitude of pockets, tradi-
tionally seen as unnecessary for
women. And now we, a new genera-
tion of avid 'gardenistas’, use those
same pockets to stash our seeds
and shears, keeping our hands free
to create the gardens of our dreams.
And believe us, squatting amongst
the budding greens, digging in the
soil, we feel as sensual in our dun-
garees as in our slinky satin night-
gowns. Because we're flourishing,

As soon as I started reading the book - a biogra-
phy of British gardening legend Gertrude Jekyll - I realized it was a
very romantic compliment indeed! Like Gertrude, I sculpt my vision

through color, shape and texture; but where I work with fabric, she
used flowers, plants and soil to create her magical gardens.

For the first time, I could see gar-
dening as a way to express your-
self. Guided by the awesome female
gardeners I was reading about - I
jokingly called them my 'gardening
angels' - I started turning my back-
yard into my own private paradise.
Vita Sackville-West, the best-sell-
ing bisexual baroness with a pas-
sion for gardening (her love affair
with Virginia Woolf inspired the
book 'Orlando') motivated me to
just dig in and learn by trial and
error: “The only thing is to be bold;
try the experiment; and find out.”
Through Maxi'diwiac, the Native
American woman behind garden-
ing bible 'Buffalo Bird Woman's
Garden', I became obsessed with
organic soil and heirloom seeds.
And dressed in a flirty, flowery

dress that gardenista and Queen

of France Marie Antoinette would
have loved, I drove a hired van to
my favorite nursery to fill it up
with organic compost and other
horticultural delights. Forget fan-
cy spas; this was now my idea of a

romantic daytrip.

There is something very erotic
about getting your hands dirty and
connecting with nature's lust for
life: sprouts bursting from seeds,
flowers seducing bees with their
intoxicating perfumes. 'In gar-
dens, the main business is sex and
death. Beauty is just a by-product'I
read in one of my gardening books.
I couldn't agree more. But as I,
quite literally, became a more 'sea-
soned' gardener, I learned to appre-
ciate not just the colorful lushness
of spring, but also the darker sea-
sons when my garden recharged
itself while new life was gestat-
ing underground. By surrender-
ing to nature's rhythm, I learned
to trust Mother Earth's intuition
and reconnect with my own. Like
the Romantics who turned their
backs on rigid rationality during
the early 19*" century, I fell madly
in love with nature's feminine soul.
Through my garden, I found a new

way to flourish.

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She is known as 'the Elvis of gar-
dening' and one the world's great-
est horticulturists - male or female!
- but when Gertrude Jekyll started
her career in the 19" century, suc-
cessful female gardeners were as
rare as four-leaf clovers.

On top of that, the middle-aged
British rose was steadily losing
her eyesight. Still, nothing could
stop Gertrude from pursuing her
dreams. After all, isn't gardening
itself an exercise in optimism? You
plant a seed, nurture it with water
and love, and hope for a lucky clo-
ver. And sometimes, hope is all you
have. Like the WW1 soldiers who
planted not just vegetables to eat
but also flowers in the trenches,
showed: gardening is a radical act
of faith and hope.

And so, Gertrude Jekyll worked
around her visual handicap to cre-
ate a unique gardening style. For
example, since distant views were
a blur to her, Gertrude focused on
details and textural delights. She
planted flowers in mass, so they
would appear to her as gorgeous
washes of color in an Impression-
ist painting. Some say that when
Adam and Eve were leaving the
Garden of Eden, Eve plucked a
four-leafed clover as a souvenir of

paradise and a sparkle of hope.

Passing on this lucky clover to
many generations of female gar-
deners - and anyone who could use
some hope! - is perhaps Gertrude

Jekyll's greatest legacy.

Did you know that Marie-Antoi-
nette, the glamorous French Queen
known for her pink puff dresses and
sugar-spun hairdos, had a 'dirty'
hobby? To escape the rigid rules
and prying eyes of the 18'"-century
royal court, the fashion icon cre-
ated a lush, secret garden that be-
came a feminine oasis in the stern,
symmetrical garden landscape of
Versailles.

Sadly, the queen was too much
a'head' of her time - quite literally
- to witness how her high-glamour-
meets-luscious-nature aesthetics
would spark the next big art move-

ment, Rococo. The name referred

to the artificial grottoes decorated
with shells and pebbles ('rocaille'
in French) that were the highlights
of the Rococo gardens. As you can
see in the Fragonard painting
'Happy Accidents of the Swing',
where a lady in a gorgeous pink
dress offers her admirer an 'acci-
dental' upskirt view, these gardens
were flirty, feminine playgrounds
for lovers and rebels.

A few decades later, in that same
spirit, Regency era novelist and
keen gardener Jane Austen used
gardens as a place where her char-
acters could fall in love and break

Alice, thank you so much
for writing your wonderful book
'Why women grow'. A life changer
for sure! I would like to start with
the same question that you asked
nearly 50 women for your book:

what drew you to gardening?

Thanks so much for your
kind words! It's a good question: I
started this project because I felt
I wasn't able to give an answer to
it myself. There's a pragmatic an-
swer: I moved to a flat with a bal-
cony, I wanted to grow herbs, gar-
dening grounded me at a time when
other parts of my life (my relation-
ship, my career, my home) were
falling apart. But that deeper pull -
what kept me growing - remained a
mystery. For a long time, I thought
it was in my bones and my lineage
- my grandfathers gardened when
I was small. But in the process of

writing this book I realized that I

come from a long heritage of wom-
en who gardened whose work I had
overlooked. I'm still figuring out
what my own personal reasons for
gardening are, ironically. I think I
do it as a creative outlet, for phys-
ical satisfaction, to slow myself

down and for beauty.

In your book, you com-

pare gardening with motherhood,

calling them both 'wild messy acts
of creation'. Since then, you've be-
come a mother yourself. Congrat-
ulations! How would you describe
the current state of you mind... and

your garden?

Ha! Well, my child will be
five weeks old tomorrow. I found
the whole process of pregnancy,
labor and parenting (so far, it is ex-
tremely early days!) ones of curios-
ity and fascination. My body end-
lessly surprised - and continues to
surprise - me. Sometimes my mind
is wholly incapable of focusing on
anything other than the immediate
present, which for someone who
likes to plan to feel calm is quite
interesting. Other times I find
myself capable of deep creative
thought but with no real time or
outlet for it. In those first newborn
days I remember telling a friend

that I felt deeply unqualified and

wildly capable at the same time.
I think that’s still the case most
days. As for the garden, well, that's
interesting too - I have been plan-
ning a re-design and landscape of
the garden for the past year, but
due to reasons beyond our control
we weren't able to begin until this
spring. I'd wanted it to be done by
the time the baby arrived; instead,
work began two weeks after he did.
I've spent the past couple of weeks
watching the garden I've worked on
for two years be dug up and trans-
formed; a clean slate ready for a
new season of planting. That feels a
bit like new motherhood - raw, vul-

nerable, filled with potential.

Can you tell us about some
of the ways that gardening is an

act of feminism for you?

Everyone I spoke to had dif-
ferent reasons for gardening, but
two threads connected all of them:
space, and control. As women we
are endlessly challenged in having
both in society: we are constantly
told to take up less space, and con-
stantly having to fight for agency.
For me, the act of making a garden
- whether that’s a window box, or a
community garden, or an allotment
plot, or a sprawling private estate -
is one where we can control how we
commune with the land and make
space for ourselves. That's a deeply

feminist act for me.

You say that through gar-
dening, women can cultivate a 'su-

perpower'. How does that work?

Kind of as described above.
But there is something fantastic in
being able to create, cultivate and
make a space as we want it in cohe-

sion with the earth.

Your memoir-cum-botani-

cal guide 'Rootbound - Rewilding a

Life', has been called the millenni-
als’ answer to Eat Pray Love." Why
do you think gardening is so 'hot'
right now amongst young wom-
en? Any feedback you could share
with us from women whose lives

changed after reading your book?

Oh, I've been so fortunate to
hear from readers who have taken
something from my work. People
have said they've found it com-
forting while undergoing fertility
treatment, heartbreak, grief and
recovery, and that is something I
still feel very fortunate and slight-
ly overwhelmed to have experi-
enced, in all honesty! I think if the
process of 'Why Women Grow' has
taught me anything it's that gar-
dening has always meant some-
thing to young women, but we've
only felt comfortable to elevate it
into something we talk and broad-
cast about at certain times.

In the book, the inter-
view subjects are anonymized to a
certain extent due to the intimacy
of their stories, so I wanted to ap-
proach women who were known for
certain things - cooking, perhaps,
or design - and give them space to
discuss their relationship with the
land. It's been amazing to see peo-

ple resonate with it so much.

And last but not least: why
is gardening so important for wom-

en, now, more than ever?

We have more equity than our
mothers and grandmothers, but we
are still fighting for space, time, vis-
ibility and agency. Our reproductive
rights are being challenged interna-
tionally. Connecting with the earth

has never felt more urgent.

When Marisa's mother was preg-
nant with her, she received a phone
call from a woman with a husky
voice who claimed to be Jackie
Kennedy. “Are you the shoe design-
er? I need shoes to wear to my hus-
band's inauguration,” the woman
said. Marisa Acocella laughs when
she tells me the story: “My mother
needed some persuading that she
wasn't getting pranked, but a few
weeks later, during J.F.K's inau-
guration, the First Lady wore my
mother's shoes.” For Marisa, shoes
are magical. “When I get stressed
out, I sketch shoes.” Not surpris-
ingly, they also play a big role in
‘Cancer Vixen’, the bestselling
graphic novel that tells the story
of a 43-year-old, shoe-crazy, lip-
stick-obsessed, fashion-fanatic,
about-to-get-married cartoonist
who finds a lump in her breast. “Af-
ter I got diagnosed, I was walking
along the Hudson River with my
best friend Bob. As you can imag-
ine, I wasn't feeling or looking all
that glamorous. When I told him I
was going to write about my expe-
rience, calling it ‘Breast Case Sce-
nario’, he was like, ‘Noooo! That
is terrible. You look like a victim!
Where's my vixen?’ And I thought:
“Cancer Vixen, that's it!" So, I drew
myself as a cancer-fighting vixen
and it felt really empowering.” She

adds: “Words have so much power.”

During Marisa's eleven-month,

ultimately triumphant bout with

breast cancer, she found strength
and comfort in journaling. “While
I was receiving chemo treatments,
I would sketch with an IV in my
hand. It's the best advice I can give
anyone going through a traumat-

ic experience: write stuff down.

It gives you a voice. And you may
even see the humor in things.” The
sassy New Yorker also practiced
something she likes to call 'the law
of distraction’. “To distract my-
self from the pain, I would focus
on something beautiful: my shoes!”
To each of her treatments, Mari-
sa would wear her 'support shoes’,
from metallic blue, snakeskin killer
heels to her Giuseppe Zanotti wed-
ding pumps (her fiancée had refused
to cancel the wedding). Together
with the 'lucky’ lipsticks she wore
on those difficult days, these were a
Cancer Vixen's secret weapons.

When Marisa saw her first sono-

gram, the cancer looked like a black
hole to her, but her oncologist chose
to describe it as a pearl. It sparked
a transformation in Marisa. “I re-
alized that you can go into a black
hole - a negative space - or you can
see it as an opportunity to be pos-
itive, and perhaps even become a
better person in the process.” At
the moment, Marisa is cancer free
and positively thriving. Having al-
ways been inspired by powerful
women, she decided to finally retell
the ‘herstory’ of the world in a fab-
ulous graphic novel called 'The Big
She-bang’, celebrating ‘shevolution-
aries’ from Eve to Gloria Steinem.
